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Driver's Duties Checklist (HGV)
Before setting off on any Heavy Goods Vehicle (HGV) journey, please ensure that you have the following:
Documentation: Ensure you have all necessary documentation, including:
· Driving licence
· CPC Driver Entitlement Card
· Walk round check book (see below)
· Operator's licence
· Insurance documents
Digi Card (Even if driving with an analogue tachometer) 
· Your last 28-42 days of work record and analogue charts.
Failure to carry all of the above and any additional permits and paperwork about your load can result in a £300 fine for the driver for each offence. 
Walk Round Vehicle Inspection: Conduct a thorough pre-trip vehicle inspection and record the results in your walk round check book. This should include checking the tyres, lights, brakes, fuel and oil levels, windscreen wipers, mirrors, and other essential components.
Failure to carry out the above can result in fines and points on your licence. 
For the inspection, you should have access to: 
· Gloves
· Torch
· Hammer
· Engine oil, 
· Water or Antifreeze
· Screenwash
· DEF (such as Adblue),
· Hi-Vis Jacket
· Spare bulbs
All these items should be stored within the vehicle in the event of a roadside inspection or emergency repair, along with a tool kit, first aid kit, fire extinguisher, warning triangle and cones. 
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Retain one copy for office use, and one is to be retained by the driver.
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
